Arm-Carrying Controls for Saudi Guards
of Banks and
Money-Exchange Firms

1. With regard to banks and money-exchange firms, each
guard location is allowed one pistol to be carried only
by Saudis and alternated from one guard to the other
as per a special record book.

2. The Police Department in each region shall conduct
periodic surprise inspections to make sure of the arms
and ammunitions disbursed to the location by the bank
head office management and match the number and
kind.

3. Saudi private guards shall be trained on how to use
the arms at General Security training centers under
the supervision of General Security. Arms and
ammunitions shall be provided by beneficiary.

4. No guard shall be allowed to carry his pistol while
moving inside or outside the city. The pistol shall be
carried covertly by the guard at the location only
and handed over to the next guard as per a special
record book.

5. It is preferable to equip the private Saudi guard only
with electric sticks against an undertaking from him
that he will only use it at the utmost need and shall
not carry it outside the location at any time.

6. The pistol shall be Smith and Wasson with 20 bullets
for each pistol. Each bank and money exchange firm
is entitled to one pistol and one electric stick against
an application to General Security (the police station
in the region of the bank or money exchange firm)
listing the following:

a) Number of locations that need to be equipped with
one pistol and one electric stick.

b) The application will be referred to the Ministry for
approval and notification of the Customs Department
to clear the requested number.

¢) The source of the arms.

d) The name of the person who is going to receive the
arms from Customs upon clearing, provided he is a
Saudi, and the place where the arms will be stored
before distribution to all banks and money exchange
locations.
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7. With regard to specially equipped vehicles that carry
cash from one bank to the other or to head office, the
Saudi guard shall be given one pistol with bullets.
He shall sit next to the driver, with another guard
behind the driver. Upon arriving at destination, the
guard sitting next to the driver shall step out and make
sure the place is free of any suspicious person. He
will then order the driver to open the back door and
the second guard will step out. The transfer operation
will then take place under the supervision of one guard
who will accompany the person who is carrying the
money and the second guard shall stay next to the
car.

8. Any one who violates these orders and instructions
will have his permit to own arms cancelled.

9. These controls shall be referred to the Ministry for
approval.

The person who will carry arms to guard banks and

money exchange firms must meet the following

conditions:

a) He should be a Saudi citizen.

b) He should be a bank guard.

c¢) He should present a certificate of clear record from a
competent authority.

d) He should be well familiar with carrying and using
arms.

e) He should be 25 to 50 years old.

f) It is preferable to choose persons who had served in
the armed forces because of their training.

¢) He should be physically and mentally fit.
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
