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Compliance Manual
For Banks Working In Saudi Arabia

Introduction

Compliance with laws, rules and regulations is
one of the most important factors for the success of
financial institutions. Compliance protects the
reputation and credibility of financial institutions;
protects shareholders and depositors, and provides
safeguards to institutions against legal sanctions.
Compliance is a comprehensive and multi-aspect
responsibility involving all parties in the financial
institution. It starts with the board of directors and
senior management and ends with all employees,
cach according to the powers and tasks entrusted to
him.

To this end. the Basel Committee on Banking
Supervision adopted and issued a paper in April 2005
on Compliance and Compliance Function in Banks,
prepared by the Task Force on Accounting Issues of
the Basel Committee on Banking Supervision which
has been entrusted with the development of this
paper. SAMA participated as a member in this Task
Force. The paper is designed in the form of ten key
principles for Compliance. The first principle sets the
Compliance responsibilities of the board of directors.
The second, third and fourth principles set the
responsibilities of Compliance of the senior
management. The fifth principle defines the controls
of the independence of the compliance function at
banks. The sixth principle emphasizes the need to
support Compliance Department with all matters that
would enable it to perform its tasks. The seventh
principle sets the responsibilities and tasks of the
Compliance Department and its work program. The
eighth principle defines the relationship of the
Department with the Internal Audit Department. The
ninth principle describes the requirements for cross-
border activities. The tenth and final principle sets the
responsibilities of the board of directors and
executive management in case of seeking the
assistance of advisory entities outside the bank to
implement and carry out services regarding
compliance.
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SAMA has instructed banks operating in the
Kingdom as per circular BCS/242 dated May 25,
2005 to implement the recommended principles
stated above and required them to incorporate these
principles in their procedures on Compliance risk
which banks had previously applied and developed as
previously requested by SAMA. SAMA has also
requested banks under Circular No. 35372/BCS/584
dated 21/10/2006 to conduct a self-assessment on the
application of these principles.

In pursuance of Paragraph (D) of Article 3 of
SAMA's Charter issued via Royal Decree No.23
dated 23/5/1377 H which entrusts SAMA to
supervise and regulate commercial banks and money-
changers, and to set relevant rules whenever deemed

necessary, and

Paragraph (3) of Article 16 of the Banking
Control Law issued via Royal Decree No. M/5 dated
22/2/1386 H,

In accordance with the powers given by Decision
No0.3/2149 dated 14/10/1406 H. of His Excellency the
Minister of Finance concerning the implementation
of the provisions of the Banking Control Law,

Based on the provisions of articles 4, 6 and 10 of
the Anti-Money  Laundering Law and its
Implementing Regulations;

And in pursuance of its practice in banking
supervision and control;

And its role in issuing rules and guidance manuals to
further support achieving the objectives of
establishing Compliance Departments at banks,
SAMA has prepared this Compliance Manual on the
basis of Basel principles for banks operating in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia in conformity with the
norms and procedures of local business environment
to improve their level and effectiveness of
compliance. The Compliance Manual includes three
chapters and two appendices, each touching on
different aspect of Compliance Supervision. Each
bank is required to select suitable methods and
procedures to achieve the desired objectives and
goals of the Manual which is a minimum standard.

1. The Concept of Compliance Function

(Department)

[t is an independent function that identifies,
assesses and provides advice, monitors and reports on
risks of a bank’s non-compliance related to its
exposure to legal and administrative penalties,
financial loss, or what may undermine the bank's
reputation due to its failure to abide by the
regulations and controls or sound standards of
conduct and professional practice. This function shall
be applied by Compliance Departments.

2. The Importance of Compliance Function
(Department)
The compliance function in banks is one of the
fundamentals and factors for their success due to the
essential role it plays in maintaining their reputation,
credibility, the interests of shareholders and
depositors, and protecting them from penalties as a
result of performing or participating in the following:
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Standards of trust and integrity occupy an ideal
rank in the relationship between a bank and its
customers. Trust and integrity are the most important
pillars on which the bank builds its reputation with its
clients and entities with which it deals. Protecting
that reputation in every activity must always be a
dominant feature in the minds of the bank's
management and employees. Therefore, it is
important for banks to hold themselves to high
standards when carrying on business and to act at all
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times both to the letter and the spirit of the laws and
regulations that govern their business.
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4.Banking and Compliance
A successful banking industry is one of the

fundamental pillars of the economy in all countries.
The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia is no exception to this
rule. To be well-run, the banking industry must
operate within a robust operating framework of laws,
regulations, policies and rules. For a bank
management, the ideal application of this framework
depends on good performance of business and quality
control. Therefore good compliance is good business.
Dealing with compliance requirements should be
among the basic skills that should be available with
every management and should be given the attention
it deserves.
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5.Management & Compliance

Compliance starts at the top levels of the bank.
Good compliance will be most effective when the
bank’s board of directors and senior management set
good example in business and compliance. Good
compliance requires constant emphasis by senior
management that a culture based on high standards of
honesty and integrity needs to prevail in the bank. It
should be observed that Compliance is not only
confined to the compliance department's employees
but it is the responsibility of every individual
employee in the bank and must be an integral part of
the bank’s business and operational activities. Failure
to consider the impact of the bank’s actions on its
shareholders, customers, employees and its
background in the markets may result in significant
adverse implications on the bank’s reputation and
may cause it considerable damage, even if no law has
been violated.
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6.Compliance Risks

The expression “compliance risks™ is defined as
risks leading to statutory, legal sanctions, material
financial loss, or damage to reputation a bank may
suffer as a result of its failure to comply with all
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applicable laws, regulations, rules, circulars,
instructions and codes of conduct applicable to its
banking activities (as a whole, representing
“compliance risks™).
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[ 7.Compliance Principles

Compliance must be an integral part of the culture of
the organization. The bank will be able to manage its
compliance risk more effectively if it has a
compliance culture in place that is consistent with the
“Compliance Principles” set out in this manual, as a
minimum.. SAMA expects that these Compliance
Principles will occupy an elevated place in every
bank’s compliance culture.
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8.Compliance’s Role

The expression “Compliance’s role” means a
description of each of the bank’s staff with whom the
responsibility of compliance rests. Responsibilities of
compliance are the most important necessities for the
success of the organization to the extent that
compliance can not be left to a specific category of
specialists and all staff must shoulder its responsibility.
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9.Compliance Rules
The compliance rules applicable to banks in

Saudi Arabia shall, for instance, include, but are not

limited to, the following:

9-1 Laws , regulations and relevant circulars related
to the banking sector, such as: the Banking
Control Law and Rules for its Enforcement,
Anti-Money  Laundering Law and its
Implementing Regulations, Currency Law, Anti-
Forgery Law, Guidelines and Instructions related
to bank operations, financial returns, circulars
related to safety and security, Anti-Money
Laundering Rules Manual, SAMA Rules
Governing The Opening of Bank Accounts and
General Rules for their Operation, Anti-Fraud

and Financial Embezzlement Law, Internal
Control ~ Guidance = Manual,  Accounting
Standards for Commercial Banks, Audit

Committee Regulating Rules Manual and its
Guidance Manual for Regulating Audit
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Committees, and Manual of Operational Risk
through an appropriate insurance system, the
Guide of Secure online Banking Services,
Requirements Appointment in  Senior
Positions, Requirements for Regulating Money
laundering Units, Controls for Addressing
Complaints, Controls Regulating Consumer
Finance, Currency Reproduction Controls in
Saudi Arabia, the Bank Services Charges, Credit
Card Guidelines, Outsourcing Rules, and others.
Laws, Regulations and Rules issued by other
competent Government authorities such as the

9-3 Internal compliance policies and procedures

consistent with this “Compliance Manual™ as set
forth in Chapter 3 of this Manual which contains
a “Framework of Compliance Manual.”
Principles issued by the Basel Committee for
Banking Supervision pertaining to Setting up
Compliance Units at banks, any other papers,
reports, resolutions or recommendations issued
by the Financial Action Task Force (FATF) of
which banks were informed in the past or to be
informed in the future.

It should be recognized that the Compliance
Department may not be directly responsible to ensure
the application of all compliance rules indicated
above; its role shall be confined to the application of
the rules related to non- compliance; and to inform
the bank's departments of rules which have no
connection with compliance risks and it should
ensure their inclusion in the policies and procedures
of those departments, and monitor and report any
breaches of such rules.
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10. Compliance Policy

It is the Compliance Policy adopted by the bank's
Board of Directors, setting out the key principles,
fundamentals and methodology pursued by the bank
to manage its Compliance Risks, including the
elements indicated above under Principle 1 of
Chapter 2 of this Manual.
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11. Compliance Manual

It is a manual prepared by the Compliance
Department with the objective of covering
compliance issues at a bank, as set forth in Chapter 3
of this Manual as a minimum.
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12 Director of Compliance Department

He is the manager appointed by the bank's board
in local banks and the Heads of the branches of GCC
and foreign banks in the Kingdom to discharge and
supervise the tasks and responsibilities of the
Compliance Department and compliance function. In
the context of this Manual, he will be referred to as
the Compliance Officer whenever necessary.
This Manual defines the Head Of Compliance as the
one shouldering the overall responsibility for co-
ordination, identification and management of the
bank's compliance risks and for the supervision of the
activities of other compliance staff. This Manual uses
the title "Head of Compliance” to describe this
position.
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13 Compliance Staff

The manual will adopt the term “Compliance
Staff” to refer to anyone carrying out the tasks and
responsibilities of the Compliance function, whether
the person is an employee of the Compliance
Department or any employee of another department
delegated to tasks and responsibilities of the
Compliance Function by the Head of Compliance.
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14- Compliance Committee

It is an internal committee supporting the Audit
Committee. It performs functions and responsibilities
related to supporting supervision and ensuring the
efficient implementation of the compliance policy
and function at the bank in accordance with the

Management
In pursuance of its responsibilities, the bank’s board

of directors is responsible for overseeing the
management of the bank’s compliance risks. To this
end, the board should do the following:

(1) Approve the bank’s compliance policy.

(2) Approve a formal document establishing a
permanent and effective compliance function.
Assess the compliance program at least once a
year to determine the effectiveness of the bank's
implementation of compliance.

1.2 Effective Compliance Policy

A compliance policy pursued by a bank will not be
effective unless it promotes the compliance culture,
define staff's responsibilities and penalties in case of
negligence, and levels that should be reached; and

unless the board of directors undertakes the

following:

- Supports values of honesty and integrity
throughout the bank.

2- Establishes  overall and  comprehensive

commitment to compliance with all relevant
laws, rules and standards which should be
included in the core of the bank policy.

Ensures that an appropriate policy is in place to
manage compliance risks.

Oversees the implementation of the policy, and
ensuring that compliance issues are resolved
effectively and rapidly by the senior
management with the assistance of the
Compliance Department.

Provision of adequate resources to the entity
entrusted with compliance function.

Granting the entity entrusted with compliance
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function enough independence.

7-  Defining accurately the responsibilities of the
entity entrusted with compliance function.

8- Periodically reviewing and independently
monitoring the activities of the entity entrusted
with compliance function by the Internal Audit
Department.

9-  Ongoing supervision of the efforts made for the
implementation of the Provisions of the
Compliance Manual and the
performance that has been achieved through
periodic reports, and assessment of the activities
of the compliance department, and identifying
weaknesses, efforts made in training, and the
attendance rate of staff of the meetings of the
compliance committee and the
performance of its responsibilities.

1.3 Delegating Responsibilities and tasks

The board may delegate these tasks to an appropriate
committee of its members or to an existing
committee in which one of its directors participates
(e.g. the audit committee).

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Principle 2 Senior Management’s Responsibilities
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2-1 Effective Management of Compliance Risks

The bank’s senior management is responsible for the
effective management of the bank’s compliance risks.
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Principle 3:

Example

Senior Management - Leading by
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3.1 Example by Support and Implementation of
Compliance Policy:

The bank’s senior management is responsible for
supporting all compliance policies by leading by
example, communicating compliance policies,
ensuring compliance therewith, and reporting to the

board of directors on the position of management of

the bank’s compliance risks.

3.2 Responsibility for Reporting
Policy:

The bank's senior management is responsible for
reporting a bank's written compliance policy
approved by the Board to manage compliance issues,
and it should include the following:

(1) The compliance principles to be complied with
by management and staff,

Ample explanation of procedures and processes
by which compliance risks are to be identified
and managed at all levels of the bank.

High level of transparency and clarity, making it
possible to differentiate between general
standards and procedures to be followed and
applied by all personnel and special rules and
procedures the application of which is confined
only to a certain group of employees.

3.3 Accountability and Penalties:

Senior management should ensure that all bank
personnel are accountable for their actions, and that
appropriate remedial or disciplinary action will be
taken if compliance policy is not applied.

3.4 Control and Reporting

Senior management should, with the assistance of the

compliance department undertake the following:

(1) Identify and assess the main compliance risks
facing the bank and develop corrective plans in
case of any shortcomings in applying
compliance, at least once a year. Such plans
should address any shortcomings in the
existing efficiency of compliance, and whether
there is a need for any additional policies or
procedures to encounter emerging compliance
risks identified as a result of the annual
assessment of compliance risks;
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Submit a report to the board of directors or the
committee of the board entrusted with the
supervision of compliance at the bank and
related compliance risks at least once a year, so
as to assist board members to make decisions
based on correct information whether the bank
is managing its compliance risk effectively;
Report promptly to the board of directors or
the compliance committee of the board on any
material compliance failures or shortcomings
(any serious failures that may result in a
significant risk of legal actions, regulatory
sanctions, material financial loss. or loss to
reputation).

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Principle 4: Senior Management’s Support of the
Compliance Function (Department)
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4.1 Establishing and Supporting the Compliance
Department:

As a prerequisite for compliance, the bank’s senior
management shall, under a Document (the
Resolution) approved by the Board, establish and
support a permanent and effective compliance
department (function) within the bank enjoying
appropriate powers and responsibilities to apply and
monitor Compliance functions. Branches of GCC and
foreign banks licensed to carry out banking business
in Saudi Arabia may establish a separate compliance
unit or have an independent Compliance Officer.

4-2 Reliance on Compliance Department:

Senior management should set all necessary
measures to ensure that all levels and administrative
functions in the bank can rely on a permanent basis
on the compliance department, and that it performs
effectively the functions entrusted to it in conformity
with the “Principles of the Compliance Department™
set out below.

4.3 Coordination and Consistency
Departments:

The implementation of compliance as set out in this
Manual requires the senior management to create a
climate of confidence and consistency in the
relationship between the Compliance Department and
other departments and the role it plays, and to
develop the necessary procedures and coordinate to
facilitate this objective.
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4.4 Efficient Selection of Compliance Officer and
Staff:

It is the responsibility of the senior management to
select efficient compliance officer and staff and
provide appropriate training for them.
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Part C. Principles of the Compliance Department
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The key principles 5 to 8 of this Chapter
describe in more details, and set out sound practices,
requirements and applications to these principles. The
principles are applicable to all banks in Saudi Arabia.
The methods by which the principles are to be
implemented will depend on a number of factors such
as the bank’s size, the nature, complexity,
geographical scope of its business, and the statutory
framework and guidance under which it operates.
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Principle 5: Independence
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The department established by banks to be entrusted
with compliance functions must enjoy full
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independence. ALK ADEy L

The concept of compliance function independence
used here means “the independence of the
compliance department from external interference by
other departments in the discharge of its compliance
functions.” The concept does not mean that the
compliance department cannot work closely with
other departments and staff in the various business
units for the service of compliance. Indeed, it is
important to develop a co-operative working
relationship between the compliance function and
other business units to identify and manage
compliance risks at an early stage.
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5.2 Elements of the Independence Concept
The concept of independence includes
interrelated elements as follows:
* First: The compliance department should have a
formal status within the bank.
* Second: The department should be headed by a
Compliance Director to be responsible for
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compliance. He shall undertake all responsibilities
for coordination with the management of the bank
concerning compliance risk.

* Third: Compliance Department’s officers and staff,
especially the compliance officer, should not be
entrusted with functions that may expose them to a
conflict of interest in their compliance
responsibilities and the compliance work.

* Fourth: In the context of discharging his duties,
the compliance officer should have direct access to
all the information, records, files, and personnel.
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5.3 Organizational Status
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5.3.1 Formal Organizational Status

The compliance department should have a formal
status within the bank to grant it the appropriate
standing, and independence. This should be set out in
the bank’s compliance policy or any other official
document which should be communicated to all staff
throughout the bank.

5.3.2 Organizational Structure of Compliance
Department
It should be noted that there will be a difference in
how banks deal in organizing the functions of
compliance department, depending on several
considerations, including: the size of the bank and its
organizational structure, quality of products and
banking services, geographic activity and the number
of branches, the bank's activities at the international
level, and target segments of customers. Banks which
own extensive networks of branches deal with large
numbers of customers and provide diverse and global
banking services are, therefore, exposed to greater
risks compared to other banks of smaller activities
and number of branches. Whatever the difference, the
compliance department organization and functions
must be consistent with the strategy and structure of
the bank’s risk management. It can be organized in
several forms, as follows:

(1) A Department within senior management in the
organizational structure of the bank, which fits
big banks.

(2) A Compliance department at the level of a group
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and at the local level. This fits banks that are
engaged in some activities at the international
level.

(3) A single central compliance department, which
fits banks conducting limited activities and
having limited number of branches

(4) Independent or separate administrative units
formed from specialists in certain operational
aspects, such as data protection and combating
money-laundering and terrorism financing. This
applies to GCC and foreign banks' branches
licensed to carry out banking in Saudi Arabia.
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5.3.3 Items of the Regulatory Document of

Compliance Department

The items of the regulatory document of Compliance

Department should, as a minimum, include the

following:

1. Its role and responsibilities.

2. Standards and measures to ensure independence.

3. Its relationship with other risk control departments
within the bank and the internal audit department.

4. Exceptional and limited cases under which
compliance responsibilities may be carried out
only by an officer or employee of the bank's
supporting departments, along with his basic
responsibilities in the department where he works,
such as human resources, administrative affairs
departments, branches and similar departments,
provided that this should be in accordance with
specific procedures indicating the powers of such
departments and the officers specified therein and
the compliance department.

5. Its right to have access to information necessary to
carry out its responsibilities, and the duty of bank
staff to co-operate in supplying this information.

6. Its right to conduct investigations of potential
breaches of the compliance policy and to appoint
external experts to perform this task if necessary.

7. lts right to disclose its findings to the chairman of
the board, management, the audit
committee and, if necessary, the board’s directors.

8. Its official commitment to submit reports to the

senior
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board of directors, the audit committee and senior
management.

9. Its right of direct access to the general manger,
Chief Executive, the board of directors, and the
audit committee.
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5.4 Director of Compliance Department
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5.4.1 Position Level and Appointment

Taking into account the difference in the forms of
organization and tasks of the compliance department
in Clause 5.3.2, each bank is required to appoint
senior manager to undertake compliance tasks, who
will have an overall responsibility for coordination
and identification of the bank’s compliance risks and
for supervising the activities of other compliance
staff. The Compliance Director should be appointed
by the Board of the local bank or the Chief official of
the branch in case of the branches of GCC and
foreign banks in Kingdom. The Compliance Director
must have adequate powers and support in order to
fulfill his responsibilities and achieve the objectives
contemplated by the Program of the Compliance
Document of the bank.
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5.4.2 Competence and Experience

The head of compliance should be highly
competent and have vast experience in banking
business as well as the ability to understand
compliance monitoring in all banking regulations,
bank operations guidelines and other relevant laws
and rules.
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5.4.3 Qualifications

Whoever is entrusted with the responsibility of a

compliance department should have, as a

minimum, the following qualifications:

1. Hold a university degree or a relevant
professional certificate.

2. Extensive banking experience.

3. Expert knowledge of all related banking
regulations, rules, guidelines and laws.

4. Experience and capability in developing and
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applying relevant policies and procedures,
including the capacity to train bank
employees in the area of compliance.

5. Good command of Arabic and English.

6. Experience in administrative supervision,
control, and audit.

7. Good knowledge of AML/CTF mechanisms.
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5.4.4 Personal Capabilities

The Compliance Director should have the

following leadership and technical capabilities:

1. Ability to deal with all departments of the
bank, solve problems and take proper actions
when issues arise from a conflict between
practical plans and statutory restrictions, or a
conflict with the by-laws of the bank.
Capacity to plan and organize in order to
establish communication channels and
provide advice necessary for the purposes of
developing compliance plans.

3. Exceptional communication capabilities to
build and maintain good relations with the
bank’s departments and control and
supervisory bodies.
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5.4.5 Personal Characteristics

(1) Integrity and honesty.

(2) Attentive mentality.

(3) Neutrality and autonomous opinion.
(4) Good conduct and courtesy.

(5) Persuasion and confrontation.

5.4.6 Reporting Line

The nature of the reporting line or other job
relationships  between other compliance staff
exercising compliance responsibilities and the
Compliance Director will depend on how the bank
has chosen to organize its compliance department.
No matter which method the bank has chosen, the
reporting line of the director of the compliance
department should be as follows:
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(1) In banks of extensive scope and those that
engage in banking business at the international
level, the compliance officer should report to the
board of directors.

In banks that adopt the compliance function in
the form of a central unit or autonomous
administrative units of specialists in some
operational areas, the administrative reporting
shall be to the Chief Executive Officer or the
General Manager in local banks. Reporting shall
be to the Heads of the branches of GCC and
foreign banks in Saudi Arabia, depending on the
higher position. However the compliance officer
shall have the power to report to or inform the
board of directors or any of its members who do
not have responsibilities associated with
practicing banking business, or the compliance
officer at the parent country with respect to GCC
and foreign banks' branches, upon discovering
any weaknesses or grave violations. He should
not fear having negative reactions against him
from the management or the bank's staff.
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5.4.7 Direct or _indirect organizational reporting
line_of the compliance officer leading to the
chairman of the board or his deputy

The compliance officer may be a senior officer of the
senior management, which is the ideal situation, or he
may not be. In both cases he shall have no direct
responsibilities in performing banking business. In
case he is not a member of the senior management,
he shall have the power of directly reporting to a
member of the senior management who does not
have direct responsibilities in performing banking
business, or to the chairman of the board, or the audit
committee.
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5.4.8 Informing members of the Board of

Directors of appointment and change*l
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All members of the board in the bank shall be
informed when the compliance officer takes up or
changes his position (resignation, shift to another job,
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retirement, termination of service ...etc).The change
shall be documented, indicating the reason.

5.4.9 SAMA’s non-objection of appointment
and change
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Banks shall obtain SAMA’s no-objection before
taking up of office by a compliance officer or before
replacing him (resignation, shift to another job,
retirement, termination of service...etc). The Change
shall be documented, mentioning the reason.
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3.5 Reporting line of compliance staff

The reporting lines of compliance staff should be
directly through a hierarchy to the direct Compliance
Officer, thereby enabling the compliance department
to fulfill its responsibilities independently of the other
departments. Employees in business units or in bank
branches who are entrusted with compliance may
have a reporting line in business units. This is
acceptable, provided such staff shall also have a
direct reporting line to the Compliance Officer
regarding their compliance responsibilities and their
reports on compliance at those units in a manner that
it will fulfill his responsibilities. For the avoidance of
doubt, the reporting line to the Compliance Officer
regarding compliance risks shall be a binding
dominant line.
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5.6 Compliance reports and meetings
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The Compliance Director in banks shall have the
responsibility to submit his reports on a quarterly
basis to the chairman of the board or the audit
committee in accordance with Para. 7.7 of Principle
7. The Compliance Officers of GCC and foreign
banks' branches in the Kingdom shall have the same
responsibility directly or through their respective
Compliance Officers in their home countries. The
Compliance Director shall also have the power to
hold periodic meetings with senior management staff
of the bank, and with heads of the various
departments, to discuss the application of compliance
in the bank according to regulations and instructions
related to the operations and activities of each

department and sector. Such meetings should be
formally documented. It is preferred that department
heads should not delegate attendance to these
meetings to their deputies or other staff: their active
participation in such meetings with the Compliance
Director is a real demonstration of:

e Example of leadership role.

e Understanding of their own responsibility of
compliance.

e Affirmation of the bank’s compliance.

e Their support to the compliance process.
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5.7 Delegation
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The Compliance Director may delegate some of his
powers to specified employees of various bank
departments to perform compliance related functions,
such as the credit risk department, treasury
department, or overseas offices or branches. Any
such person so delegated shall be deemed as an
assistant to the Compliance Director and under his
authority.

He shall be independent when undertaking other bank
activities. The size of the bank and the volume of its
operations should be taken into account for this
purpose. Any delegation of powers done by the
Compliance Director shall not relieve him from his
responsibility, as he shall remain fully responsible for
his compliance tasks before the relevant authorities.
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5.8 Training
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The Compliance Officer (Director), all employees
working with him and all compliance assistants in
other departments and sections, must receive
continuing education and training with well-
reputed training organizations, to enhance their
knowledge of all relevant compliance regulations,
and to upgrade their skills and capabilities in
compliance area.
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5.9 Conflict of interest
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The independence of the Compliance Director and
all other staff with compliance responsibilities may
be undermined if they are put in positions where
there is a real or potential conflict between their
compliance responsibilities and other
responsibilities. Thus, the professionalism of the
work requires that compliance staff perform only
their own responsibilities. However, that might not
be practically possible in banks which apply
organizational form (3) or (4) of section 5.3.2, or in
exceptional cases referred to in section (4) item
5.3.3 of principle (5). In these cases, nevertheless,
designated staff should avoid conflicts of interest.
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5.10 Direct access to information and persons
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The compliance function shall be run effectively
according to its responsibilities prescribed under
the items of the regulatory Compliance Document,
at all times, at the different administrative levels
bearing compliance risks at the bank, To help risk
management. To this end
compliance should have the following key capacity
and powers:
1- Direct contact with any of the bank personnel to
obtain any files or information necessary for
carrying out entrusted duties.

2- Conduct investigations in potential breaches of

non-application of compliance policy, and to
request assistance from specialists within the
bank (e.g. legal advisor or internal auditor) or
engage outside specialists to perform an
appropriate task or part thereof.

3- Direct contact with whoever needed, the
Chairmen of the Board or its members, the
Managing Director, the CEO, GM, associated
committees such as the audit committee on any
irregularities or unusual practices noticed
during his investigations, without
retaliation by management or other
members.

4- Meet with the Board of Directors at least once
annually, as this will help the board in assessing
the capacity of the bank in managing its

5.11 Duties and responsibilities of Compliance
Director
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The Compliance Director is responsible for the

following:

1- Obtaining all relevant compliance Laws,
regulations and instructions (and all amendments
thereof and rules issued thereafter) related to the
bank’s operations and activities.

2- Preparing comprehensive compliance policies
and procedures that include all Laws, regulations,
instructions and practices applied to the bank’s
activities subject to the approval of the board of
directors.

3- Conducting an annual review to verify all
guidelines in the policy manuals and procedures
applied in the bank to ensure their conformity
with all regulations and instructions and they are
complied with.

4- Updating policies and measures periodically to
ensure the bank’s compliance with the latest
regulations and instructions related to all
operations and activities of the bank.

5- Briefing and keeping the senior management of
the bank abreast of all applied compliance
regulations and policies that require compliance
with by the bank.

6- Informing all bank personnel via senior
management of all compliance policies and
instructions as well as updates thereto.

7- Maintaining information availability continuously
and adequately.

8- Preparing a comprehensive plan to examine and
ensure that all written policies and procedures
approved in the bank are consistent with, and
conform to, all applicable compliance rules.

9- Ensure that all approved policies and written
procedures in the bank are consistent with, and
conforming to all requirements of the compliance
program  prepared by the Compliance
Department. The Compliance Director shall
submit proposals on the changes necessary to be
made to such policies and procedures to achieve
compliance in accordance with the Compliance
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10- Obtaining formal directive and instructions from
the senior management to all concerned business,
operational and support departments to put in
place suitable arrangements and guidance for
ensuring that each of them is carrying out the
instructions and directives of the Compliance
Director in this regard, with a view to ensure that
the bank achieves good compliance with rules,
instructions, policies and measures.

11-Continually creating an environment of a
compliance culture in the bank, and enhancing
bank officers and employee awareness and
positive thinking of the importance of compliance
in the bank as a whole and adhering thereto while
performing their duties.

12- Reviewing all forms and contracts used by all
departments and divisions of the bank, as well as
advertising and promotion forms to ensure their
conformity  with  the compliance rules
instructions, given that it is the responsibility of
the Legal Department to determine that the
bank’s obligations stemming from those forms
and contracts and that they will enable the bank to
fulfill its future commitments.

13- Reviewing and approving all existing and new
banking products to ensure adherence to statutory
requirements.

14- Collaboration with all bank departments, external
auditors and SAMA regarding rules and
instructions included in relevant reports, and
making sure of taking necessary corrective
measures.

15- Designing and setting a system for preparing
internal reports of compliance monitoring and
self-assessment of non-compliance risks.

16- Prepare and submit compliance reports as set out
under Section 7.7 of Principle (7).

17- Coordination between SAMA and the bank
regarding compliance and among all bank's
departments and internal and external legal
advisors to ensure good understanding and
appropriate application of instructions.

18- Circulating his name and position and compliance
sub-officers (at a department level) and AML
officer to all bank departments to facilitate the
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contact process for any bank employee seeking to
get explanation on statutory requirements,
instructions, reporting of irregularities or
suspicion of inconsistent operations.
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5.12 Compliance committee
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The board of the local bank and the Heads of the
branches of GCC and foreign banks in the Kingdom
shall form an internal committee under the name of
“the compliance committee™.

It shall have a position among other committees in
the bank. The board and Senior Management of local
banks and the heads of the GCC and foreign banks in
the Kingdom shall support this committee in a
manner as commensurate with the importance of
compliance with rules and instructions, and the risks
that may arise in cases of failure.

The guidelines and requirements of work and
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formation of this committee are included in the | o= Al edn JS55; Jue Ciladliiay i) (paual o5 28,
appendix of this Manual. Ll s ke
Principle (6): Resources aleadt: () Tasalt

6.1 Resources and effectiveness of accomplishing
tasks

The importance of the bank’s Compliance
Department  requires that it should have all the
resources necessary to carry out its responsibilities
effectively.
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6.2 Resources adequacy and suitability
The professional skills of compliance staff with

respect to laws, rules and standards can be acquired

through ongoing learning and training. So, it is

essential that resources of compliance function are

adequate and suitable to ensure:

- Ideal control of risks that may emerge in the
bank.

- Compliance staff in particular should have the
necessary qualifications, experience and personal
qualities to enable them to carry out their
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compliance duties.

- Compliance staff should have a full
understanding of compliance laws, rules and
standards and their impact on the bank’s
operations.
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6.3 Responsibility _for Providing resources and
their impact

The responsibility for providing necessary financial,
human and technical resources rests with the
chairman of board or his deputy and should ensure
that they are directed towards the compliance
function, especially in banks that are building a
compliance function for the first time in accordance
with this Manual. It should be taken into account that
the increase in compliance costs (development plans)
results in increased effectiveness of risks
identification, risk measurement both in quantity and
quality, and risk tracking and monitoring them;
thereby, increasing profits and business coordination,
consistency and quality.
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Principle (7)
Responsibilities

:Compliance  Department
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7.1 Assisting senior management in applying

compliance
The bank’s management is responsible for applying

compliance. The responsibility of the bank’s
Compliance Department is to assist the senior
management in achieving effective management of
the compliance risks faced by the bank. The
Compliance Director supervises the execution of the
compliance  function  tasks.  His  specific
responsibilities are summed up in applying the
compliance program in the bank according to this
Manual as a minimum. Even if some of these
responsibilities are carried out by individuals in
different departments, the allocation of
responsibilities to each department should be clear.
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7.2 Organization
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Not all compliance responsibilities are necessarily
carried out by the “Compliance Department™. They
may be carried out by staff at different departments
and external branches. The Compliance Director will
operate a system of supervision on the work of all
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employees involved in compliance work, sanctioned
by the board, or the entity authorized by it.
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7.3 Consultations
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The compliance function should advise the senior
management on compliance laws, rules and
standards, including keeping them informed of the
latest developments in the country and region and
internationally. This advisory function will ordinarily
involve compliance personnel working closely with
bank’s departments and supporting them in the daily
operations of the bank. The compliance function
should provide compliance advisory services in the
bank and act as a communication link within the bank
for all queries of staff members related to
compliance.
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7.4 Guidance, Education and Training
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The creation of a compliance culture inside the bank
is an essential pillar for efficient and effective
compliance application. Educating and training all
bank staff on compliance rules relevant to their
individual responsibilities in the bank is also a
fundamental part of the responsibility of senior
management in inculcating the compliance culture.
The board of directors and the senior management
are responsible for ensuring availability of proper
resources of education and training both at home and
offshore. They should be available for all senior
management members, heads and relevant employees
to enable them to acquire suitable understanding of
compliance rules. The availability of such resources
is a key indicative of the bank’s active compliance
application through the compliance rules. The
compliance function should assist senior management
in the following:

e Organizing the education and awareness of staff
on compliance issues. The head of compliance
function should prepare an educating and
training program on compliance for all senior
management members, directors of departments
and employees on whom the board of directors
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and the senior management rely in applying
compliance rules.

e Preparing a written manual to bank staff on the
appropriate implementation of compliance laws,
rules and standards through policies and
procedures and other documents as compliance
guidelines and internal rules.

The training program should involve a plan
satisfying bank needs continuously, liable to
immediate change in case of the emergence of new
issues, observations, material changes, updates that
should be covered in rules and instructions, or a high
rate of employee rotation, and when the need arises
for re-training, according to training techniques
inside or outside the bank for all employees,
especially new comers, to acquaint them with
compliance requirements related to bank operations
which they will perform prior to assuming their
work duties, and particularly the employees dealing
directly with the public who must be reminded of
some requirements from time to time, such as but
not limited to, the guidelines on selling and
marketing services, AML/CFT, due diligence and
reporting suspicious transactions.
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7-5 lIdentification, measurement, assessment and

follow-up of compliance risk
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7.5.1 Identification of risks

The Compliance Department should, on a pro-active
basis, identify, document and assess the compliance
risks associated with the bank’s activities
(systematic, reputation, strategy risks or others). This
includes the development of new products and
business practices, new types of business or customer
relationships to be entered into, or material changes
in the nature of such relationships. If the bank has a
new product committee, a representative of the
compliance function staff shall participate in that
committee.
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7.5.2 Measurement of risks

The Compliance Department should also consider
ways to measure compliance risk (e.g. performance
indicators) in terms of quantity and quality and use
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such measurements to enhance compliance risk
assessment. Technology can be used as a tool in
developing performance indicators by aggregating or
filtering data that may be indicative of potential
compliance problems (e.g. an increasing number of
customer complaints or a rise in fraudulent cases,
etc).
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7.5.3 Assessment of Risks

The Compliance Department should assess the
appropriateness of the bank’s compliance policy, and
policies and procedures manuals, promptly follow up
any identified shortcomings, and, where necessary,
make proposals for amendments, and urge
departments to make amendment proposals.
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7.5.4 Monitoring risks

The Compliance Department should continuously
monitor and test compliance by testing sufficient
samples and submitting reports on quality and
appropriateness.
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7.6 Annual Compliance Plan
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7.6.1 Identification and Measurement of Risks as a
basis for the Program

The Compliance Director should prepare an annual
compliance program for managing compliance based
on identification, measurement and monitoring of
risks, under his supervision to ensure appropriate
coverage of all businesses. The Compliance Officers
in local banks should submit the plan to the board of
directors or the authority officially authorized for its
approval. The compliance officers at the branches of
GCC and foreign banks in the Kingdom shall have
Plans approved by the Head of the branch or by the
Compliance Director in their Head Offices in their
home countries. The annual compliance program
must include a comprehensive compliance
monitoring program to determine the level of
response and compliance throughout the bank's
sectors.
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7.6.2 The Compliance Department’s activities
The annual compliance program shall set out the
compliance department’s planned activities, such as

the implementation and review of specific policies
and procedures and ensuring their updating,
compliance risk assessment, compliance testing, and
educating and guiding staff on compliance and
understanding of policies and procedures.
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7.6.3 Monitoring of compliance level and
dimension

The compliance monitoring program shall monitor
and test understanding level of compliance by
performing sufficient and comprehensive compliance
testing. The results of the compliance testing should
be reported through the reporting system to the

Compliance Director.
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7.7 Reporting
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In pursuance of Section 5.6, reports shall be
submitted on a regular basis to the chairman of the
board, senior management, audit committee and the
compliance committee in local banks and to the
Compliance Officer at the Head Office in the home
country with respect to branches of GCC and foreign
banks on the bank's compliance and all its business,
operational and support departments, with the
compliance rules and requirements. These reports
shall also ensure that operation policies and
procedures and their application are updated in line
with developments in regulations, instructions,
controls and guidelines. Such compliance reports
shall include the results obtained in the course of the
compliance monitoring program as follows:

7.7.1 High risks cases and emerging developments
The Board of Directors or its committee entrusted

with the supervision of compliance shall be informed
promptly of any failures or shortcomings/negligence
in compliance in cases involving material risks,
judicial procedures, supervisory penalties, financial
or non-financial loss or harm to reputation.

7.7.2 Periodic reports

Periodic reports shall be submitted on compliance
and related exceptions every three months at the
least.
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7.7.3 Annual Report
An comprehensive annual report shall be prepared
and submitted, not latter than the end of March of
every year, to the Chairman of the Board and the
Audit Committee, including the following:

- Assessment of the level of compliance during the

period of the report.
- Any changes in compliance risk based on related

measures such a performance indicators.
A summary of any violations identified or
shortcomings/negligence.
- A summary of recommended

'

corrective
measures to address violations or shortcoming/
negligence, and the time schedule for
implementation.

Actual corrective measures taken.

Training on compliance for the bank's staff.

The writing of the report should be consistent with
the compliance risks and activities of the bank. The
report should include statistics on the number and
type of violations, associated risks and their order and
classification by cases, financial and non-financial
impacts arising from violations, training programs
and their quality and adequacy of human and
financial resources.

7.7.4 Annual Report and SAMA

SAMA shall be provided with a copy approved by
the Board of the annual compliance report, which is
an annual self-assessment report, by the Chairman of
the Board of local banks and the Head of the branch
with respect to GCC and foreign banks.
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7.8 Regulatory responsibilities and coordination
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The compliance department should follow up on

papers standards issued by internal and external
supervisory bodies, standards and principles setters
and external experts with regard to their specific
regulatory responsibilities (e.g. overseeing or
fulfilling the role of anti-money laundering and anti-
terrorism financing officer).
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Money laundering and terrorism financing are very
grave crimes. Mostly, they are as cross border crimes.
They are directly related to and affected by
principles, standards and recommendations issued by
international organizations, committees and task
forces which the Kingdom is member of.

They are governed by domestic regulations and
legislation and specific supervisory guidelines.

The responsibility to ensure the bank’s compliance
with the implementation of anti-money laundering
and terrorism financing rules and principles of Know
Your Customer (Rules Governing Opening of Bank
Accounts & General Operational Rules), and to
oversee the anti money laundering unit at banks, falls
under the compliance function. Such responsibility
includes reporting suspicious cases of money
laundering and terrorism financing, in line with the
seventh principle of the Basle Committee on the
Compliance Department. The independence and
formation of the unit shall be in accordance with the
instructions issued by SAMA.

The Department has the financial, administrative and
technical support of the Board of Directors in a
manner that assists the Compliance Director to
achieve the goals of the unit in the area of technical
supervision. This requires the unit to exercise its
powers and to submit periodic reports on its
performance and activities to the senior management,
i.e. the bank’s board of directors, according to the
appropriate procedures specified in the bank’s
instructions.
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7.10 Data base of compliance department
The compliance department should establish a data

base for basic data through which work shall be
conducted and it should be continuously updated.
Such data base may include the following:

1. All laws, regulations, rules and instructions

issued by regulatory and supervisory
authorities.

2. All relevant commercial, financial and
investment laws and instructions in force.

3. Rules and code of conduct and sound

professional practices.

4. Labor law in force.

5. The bank’s Articles of Association and by-
laws.
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6. Compliance-related decisions of the bank’s
general assembly and board of directors.
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7.11 Documentation

The compliance department shall document policies,
procedures, plans, events and working papers to
fulfill its tasks and responsibilities.
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7.12 Warning signals (Alarming siren)

The compliance department should ensure, in its
annual compliance program, the principle of siren
alarms siren to alert of breaches of regulations,
internal and external violations and cases which
expose the bank to compliance risks in certain
situations, including rapid growth of the bank,
opening of new branches, high rate of staff rotation,
change of programs and introduction of new
electronic systems to the work cycle. Such principle
should include protection and incentives for persons
reporting such breaches and violations.
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Principle 8. Works and Functions not falling under
the responsibility of the Compliance Department.
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8 (A) Internal Audit Department works
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The area and scope of the activities of the compliance
department should be subject to periodic review by
the internal audit department.
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8.A.1 Independence of both departments

The compliance and the internal audit departments
are two separate departments within the bank. One
of the most important responsibilities of the
compliance department is to follow up the
compliance of the bank with compliance rules. The
responsibilities of the internal audit department are
more comprehensive. Although there may be some
overlap of the responsibilities of the two departments
in certain areas, each department is independent from
the other, and any overlap does not affect the
operation of the tasks of any them.
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8.A.2 Review of compliance department activities
To assess efficiency and effectiveness of the bank’s
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compliance department, compliance risks should be
included in the risk assessment methodology
approved by the internal audit department. It should
establish a periodic review program of the activities
and functions of the compliance department and test
controls commensurate with the level of potential
risks.
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8.A.3 Integration in risk assessment

This principle implies that the compliance
department and the audit department should be
separate, to ensure that the activities of the
compliance department are subject to independent
review. It is important, therefore, that there is a clear
understanding within the bank as to how risk
assessment and testing activities are divided between
the two departments, and that this is documented in
the bank’s compliance policy. The internal audit
department should, of course, keep the Compliance
Director informed of the review findings related to
compliance.
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8.A.4 Control from a particular perspective

For more clarification with regard to the role of the
compliance department and the internal audit
department as two separate units, both departments
are concerned with the control of bank’s activities.
However, each department has its own perspective
with regard to control. The compliance department is
responsible to identify and clarify laws, instructions,
policies and procedures required to be applied in the
bank, ensure that they are incorporated in the
approved work policies, procedures and programs,
and continuously ensure that these policies and
procedures are complied with, implemented and
continuously updated. The role of the internal audit
department is to conduct a field and documentary
audit in all units and departments in the bank based
on sample checking or comprehensive coverage and
to continuously follow up the bank’s internal audit
systems and the compliance with policies and
procedures which the compliance department had
previously activated and assisted in preparing within
policies and procedures in accordance with
regulations, instructions and rules.
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8 (B) Reporting on financial performance

Al i) e i (@) A

Preparing reports on the bank’s financial
performance or trading activities is not the
responsibility of the compliance department as it
usually falls in the jurisdiction of other departments
of the bank.
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8 (C) Credit & Operational Risk Management
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The Compliance Department is not responsible for
assisting the senior management of the bank in the
management of any risks that the bank might face
which are not related to compliance risks, such as
credit, market and operational risks.
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8 (D) Financial Crimes
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Financial crimes, other than money laundering and
terrorism  financing, are not part of the
responsibilities of the Compliance Department, and
banks shall specify the units in charge in their
organizational chart in line with their policies and
procedures and the size of their operations pursuant
to the requirements stated in the Anti-Fraud and
financial Embezzlement Manual.

The Compliance Department shall not be responsible
for the review of contracts, legal consultations,
litigation, procedure, funds collection, and defining
obligations and the like.
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Part (G) Cross-Border Activities
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Principle (9): Practicing Activities Qutside the
Kingdom
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9-1 Compliance with Laws and Guidelines in a

Host Country
Banks that choose to engage in certain activities in
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certain countries shall abide by the laws, instructions
and regulations in force in those countries. Branches
or offices and the structure of the Compliance
Function and its responsibilities must be in line with
statutory requirements and local guidelines in those
countries.
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9-2 Higher Standards as a Basis when Statutory
Requirements are Different

Doing business outside Saudi Arabia with affiliate
companies or branches is subject to the prior no-
objection of SAMA. In this case, it should be known
that statutory requirements and guidelines may vary
from one country to another depending on the type of
business being done by the bank or depending on the
form of presence in that jurisdiction. Banks,
therefore, should ensure that their branches or
affiliates abroad are committed to measures of
combating money laundering and terrorism financing
in line with the requirements imposed in the
Kingdom and the recommendations of the Financial
Action Task Force subject to the extent and higher
standard permitted by the local laws, regulations, and
guidelines in the host State.
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9-3 Compliance Officers in Host Countries

Banks that choose to carry out business in certain
countries shall adhere to all local laws, regulations
and instructions applied in those countries. For
example, banks which operate in the form of a
subsidiary company shall meet the requirements of
laws and instructions of companies in their host
countries. Banks that engage in activity in the form of
a foreign branch shall comply with the requirements
set out in the case of branches of foreign banks. Saudi
banks should ensure that the compliance
responsibilities applied at the host countries are
carried out by individuals with knowledge and local
expertise in those countries, along with the
supervision of the Compliance Department's Director
in cooperation with other Risk Management and
Control Units of the bank in the Kingdom.
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9-4 Risk Assessment of the Activity Abroad
Each bank shall have updated procedures in place to
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identify and assess potential or increasing risks to the
reputation of the bank in regard to products and
activities provided in the host countries by its
branches or affiliates.
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Part (H) Outsourcing
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Principle (10): Outsourcing Compliance Jobs to
Others
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10-1 Agreement of Limited Outsourcing and
responsibility

The activity of compliance department is a major
activity for risk management in the bank. There are
limited activities that could be outsourced to
specialized entities. However, they must remain
under the supervision and responsibility of the
Compliance Director in the bank. He remains
responsible for ensuring the application of
compliance. The responsibility of the Compliance
Director shall not be outsourced to others as it may
not be outsourced.

Banks shall ensure that agreements and arrangements
whereby some compliance activities are outsourced
to others are not inconsistent with the tasks and do
not impede effective supervision by regulatory
authorities. Regardless of those tasks that the bank
might outsource, the responsibility to follow up
compliance rests primarily with the bank's board of
directors and senior management.

The following is a framework for a guidance
compliance manual at banks. It is intended to cover
significant compliance matters and issues facing
banks in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. Banks are
expected to prepare internal compliance manuals and
update them according to this framework as a
minimum. Banks are expected to expand on, add or
adopt all the areas of the subject according to the
“compliance principles™ (as defined in Chapter 1) and
to make them relevant to achieving good compliance
within their bank's sectors. Banks are required to
make the compliance requirements in their
compliance manuals clearer and more extensive.
Subjects and paragraph headings should cover the
areas that SAMA expects banks to cover in their own
compliance manuals.

Good compliance starts with good understanding of

the compliance environment and the compliance
principles  affecting the  employees' work.
Compliance education and training is, therefore, an
essential foundation of good compliance. There
should be basic training on compliance, conducted
annually, according to the compliance manual
prepared by each bank.

It should be recognized that senior staff will need a
more extensive understanding of the rules and
instructions.  Many of SAMA's regulations and
circulars that have been issued are detailed in nature.
Wherever possible, those instructions and circulars
should be incorporated and integrated in the
references of functions, policies and procedures at the
bank. This will ensure that detailed instructions and

circulars specifically relevant to the functions of

banking staff, particularly at the lower level of senior
posts, are nevertheless integrated into the compliance
culture at the bank. This is one of the reasons why
there are requirements in Chapter 2 above for the
compliance department to review internal policies
and procedures and ensure their updates to ensure the
compliance of such policies and procedures with the
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compliance principles.

1. Introduction Ziaska <A

To activate the compliance program at the bank in

accordance with the Compliance Manual and the best
international  practices, banking norms and
procedures in the Kingdom would help to achieve the
desired objectives (e.g. maintaining reputation,
credibility, and interests of owners and depositors,
protection against penalties and fostering best
practices of banks operating in the Kingdom through
complying with laws, instructions and regulations
that would be reflected on work quality).
With The positive role of specialized committees, the
culture of compliance according to the concept
mentioned in the requirements of the Compliance
Manual necessitates the formation of an Internal
compliance committee at banks as a necessary step
and to assist the Audit committee, which in turn will
assist the Board of directors to achieve its
responsibilities.

The Compliance Manual provides that there
would be a difference in the manner in which banks
would organize the functions of the Compliance
Department depending on various considerations
mentioned under the independence principle.
Whatever the difference is, its organization shall be
in line with the strategies and structure of the risk
department at the bank. Accordingly, the Compliance
Committee would adopt the form that would be
suitable for this organization. However, whatever
different forms there are, the independence principle
leading to the audit committee or the Board should be

the basis. It could be one the following forms:

1. A committee composed of the Director of the
Compliance Department, representatives from
the bank's operation and head of risk
management departments and one of the
senior management officials who does not

undertake any direct responsibility of banking
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businesses and / or a member of the risk
committee.

2. A committee composed of the Director of the
Compliance Department, department heads
and the division compliance officers,
representatives of the risk committee, and a
senior management member who does not
undertake any direct responsibility of banking
businesses.
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2. Composition

The board of directors shall form an internal
committee to be called the "Compliance Committee".
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3. Membership
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As a minimum, the compliance committee will

have members from three departments in the bank.
Given the different organization of the Compliance
Department, it is recommended that its membership
include: a member of the senior management, the
Compliance Officer and the Anti-Money Laundering
& Terrorist financing Officer.
In general, it is recommended that the committee
members have an appropriate knowledge of the
Compliance rules and are familiar with issued rules
and regulations, goal setting and technical reports.
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4. Appointment and duration
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The board of directors or senior management shall,
by virtue of an authorization by the chairman of the
board, appoint the compliance committee members
for a period of three years. In case the bank believes
that it should include one of the board members, then
the term of the board member elected should also be
linked to his membership term in the board of
directors.
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5. Committee Head
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The head of the committee shall be approved by the
board of directors or the body delegated by the
chairman of the board, before the holding of its first
meeting.
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6. Meetings and Quorum
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The committee shall meet four times a year on a
quarterly basis. Its decisions shall be taken by
consensus. In case of reservation or objection by one
member, the decision shall be taken by majority and
this member shall indicate his/her comments and
reasons in writing.

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In addition to the committee members, any of the
bank's staff members from the risk department,
internal audit, or legal department or any other
departments might be invited to meetings if
necessary.

The committee shall review
actions taken to ensure a robust and consistent
compliance system is in place, and promote a high
compliance culture, and assist the Audit committee to
mitigate its burden in compliance area.

It should include
other information on the bank's performance
regarding: executed activities, business ethics,
internal practices, sales transactions, Anti-Money
Laundering and Combating Terrorism Financing
Law and regulations, KYC, (Account Opening Rules)
confidentiality, customer conduct, personal account
trading, statutory registration, and training on
compliance, and compliance with all laws and
instructions. All information shall be forwarded to
the committee’s members.

The minutes of the meeting shall be distributed
